We use PE Pagsp, a clear and comprehensive scheme of work, to plan and deliver lessons
which show progression of skills across KS2 within the different strands of PE.



Our knowledge and skills documents for each year group show progression within each PE
unit and ensuees that the requirement of the National Curriculum are covered.

Teachers can use and adapt these plans to meet the needs of their class and individuals.
Pupilsare providedwith opportunitiesto developandbuild uponskills whichwill engageand
inspirethem, whilst buildingconfidence.

Thelongterm plansetsout the PEunits, whicharetaughtthroughoutthe year,andensures

that the requirementsof the NationalCurriculumare fully met.

This is tracked by the PE Subjezader and used as handover for transition at the end of the
academic year so that the new class teacher is aware of what the class has already been
taught and to identify any areas that need further development.

All staff can access the Medidierm planing and half termly assessments for each class
throughout the academic year.

Childrenare invited to attend competitivesportingeventsandfestivalswithin the local
area.Thisisaninclusiveapproachwhichendeavourgo encouragenot only physical
developmentbut alsomentalwell-being. Theseeventsalsodevelopteamworkand
leadershipskills andare very muchenjoyedby the children.

Year 5 childreimave the opportunity to become Blay Leader for the school. Training for
this is provided by ouBports Coachlhe Play Leaders develop into sporting role models for
the younger children, assgting with and organising games at lunchtimes.
Childrenparticipatein activitiescoveringa variety of sportsthroughoutthe year.For
exampleChangdor Life,orienteering,outdoor andadventure,againprovidingthe children
with anopportunity to devebp, improvetheir fithnessandto try somethingnew.

Eachyear5 classswimonceaweekfor 3 terms. Werepeatthe courselater in schoolfor
anychildrenthat are still unableto swim.



SEND Provision

We believe that creating a positive, supportikearning environment for all pufs without
exception is key tguccess.

We recognise that we have children of differing ability in all our classes, and so we provide
suitable learning opportunities for all children by matching the challenge of the taghet

ability of the child. We achieve thiy using the STEP framework (space, task, equipment and
people) which is an approach to adapting, differentiating and extending PE and sports lessons.

For our SEND pup, class teachers and subjézaders enste that all SEND pupils are catered

for appropriately during?Elessons.Our SEND pupils have opportunities during the day to
participate in physical activities with our sports coach who works closely with our SEND
Coordinator to decide on the provisionahis required for individual childrel®ENDpupils

have opportunities throughout the year to take part in competitive sports and activities out
of school.

Asessment and Recording

At Shadsworth Junior School assessment is an integral part of the teaching process.
Assessment is used to inform planning and to facilitate differentiatfupilsare assessed at
the end of each half terry the class teacharsing thePE Passport Assessnt Tool.

Bronzewsrking below year group
expectations Silver isvorking at the expected standaahd gold isvorking above the
expected standardThis is recordd on PE Passport for each §tEand. Swimming will be
assessed by the swimming instructors. The PE Lead will be responsible for publishing
Swimming data on the School Website, as per National Guidance.

Leadership of PE

It is imperative that an outstanding subject leader takes a high level of control over their
subject. Approximately three times pgear, an Impact Statement will be prepared which
details what are the intent/actions requad for PEwithin a settime period. This is followed

by implementing the actions needed before analysing the impact. Thigoory action plan
ensures the constanteview of PEcross all year groups. Regular staff training is undertaken
as is meetingwith other PEleaders. All of whiclguarantees that the subject leader has an
up-to-date working knowledge d?Ewithin school, across BwD and nationally.

Health and Safety

We recognise that participation in PE and Physical Activities contains an element of risk.
Staff are responsible for ensuring that they are familiar with Risk Assessments and safe
practice to reduce the element of risk to the absolute minimum within their control.
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Staff are aware of pupils who have SEN with regards to physical activity and make
special provision for needs where appropriate e.g. physical disability, asthma

gymnastics.

Equipment and apparatus is stored safely at the end of each lesson.

Pupils are taught to consider their own safety and that of others at all times.

Staff teaching or attending PE should weapropriate footwear and clothingzhen
involved in the teaclmg of any sporting activity.

We undertake an annual Risk Assessment of the school premises and areas where PE
is taught and equipmenncluding PE equipmers necessary.
