This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.

This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	An overview of the Music Curriculum, long-term overview of coverage for each year group per term and our Skills progression document which has been developed with support from Bolton & Blackburn with Darwen Music Service and is closely informed by the model music curriculum (March 2021) can be found on our School website: Shadsworth Junior School Music curriculum
We believe that creating a positive, supportive learning environment for all pupils without exception is key to musical success. 
We recognise that we have children of differing abilities in all our classes, and so we provide suitable learning opportunities for all children by matching the challenge of the task to the ability of the child. We achieve this through a range of strategies which are differentiated by task, resources, scaffolding, expected outcomes, and/or support from peers or adults.
For our SEND pupils, class teachers and subject leaders will work closely with our SEND Coordinator to ensure that all SEND pupils are catered for appropriately during Music lessons.
Each class is timetabled for an hour of music per week. In addition, children attend a 20-minute singing assembly each week where singing skills from the curriculum are taught and there is an expectation of high-quality singing of a range of different styles, in unison or singing in parts, and a focus on expression and performance. Children also have an opportunity to refine their use of tempo, pitch, dynamics, and articulation in singing assembly. 
We have a music specialist who teaches Music to each class every alternate half-term. The class teacher takes part in this lesson and then continues to build on the skills learned when they teach their lessons the following half term.  
Each class has the opportunity to learn whole class Samba drumming for half a term each year to build on the skills needed to play as part of a big ensemble. 
Children learn to play various classroom-based percussion instruments, including chime bars, glockenspiels, and boomwhackers. These are taught across school to allow for progression. 
We liaise with Bolton & Blackburn with Darwen Music Service yearly to quality assure our curriculum and also attend Music Network Meetings and take part in high-quality CPD to have up-to-date information regarding our Music curriculum. 
We were also awarded the Music Mark due to our collaboration with the Music service. 


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Extra-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	As part of our enrichment offer, children from any year group have the opportunity to join the choir which takes place after school. Children who sing in choir have many opportunities to perform throughout the year as part of concerts, Christmas carol services, community singing, and at venues such as King George’s Hall, Blackburn Cathedral, and Winter Gardens in Blackpool. 
Each year we take part in a high-quality singing project called ‘Let’s Go Sing’. Children from the choir have 3 high-quality teaching sessions with animators from the project and staff involved in the project attend 3 high-quality CPD sessions. At the project's end, children participate in a concert joined by around 20 other schools and perform for parents and teachers. The music is high quality, often part singing and children have access to a ‘Kidzone’ section which they can access for free at home and rehearse the songs. We do not charge the children to take part in this project.  
Staff members who can play guitar spend time in their lunchtime teaching small groups of children on our school guitars. 


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	At Shadsworth Junior School, we are proud to offer a wide range of musical experiences for our children each term. Here is a snapshot of some of the things we offer for our children. Experiences are free or heavily subsidised wherever possible.
Musical performances where children take part.
· Harvest festival- Y3+4
· Samba end of term concerts- Y3, 4, 5 and 6.
· End of term music concerts- Y3, 4, 5 and 6.
· Christmas production- Y3,4,5
· Grandparent’s Tea Party- Y3 +4
· End of Year Leaver’s Performance- Y6
· Carols in the community eg nursing home or shopping centre - choir
· CANW concert- Y5
· Let’s Go Sing concert- choir
· Musical recordings of the whole school singing e.g. King’s Coronation.
· GM Hub singing challenge- whole school.
· Come and play with the Halle – Bridgewater Hall (Bolton and BWD music service) –Y3, 4, 5, and 6.
· Bringing books to Life- Dance workshop led by Musical theatre performers- Y3, 4, 5, and 6.
· Dance Festival- Whole school celebration of dance with a musical theme. 
Musical experiences for the children to be inspired by and for enjoyment.
· Pantomime in school- whole school
· School Staff band- whole school 
· Rock Kidz- Y3, 4, 5 +6
· Regular theatre trips- whole school or specific year group to visit theatres such as Manchester Palace Theatre, Winter Gardens, Blackpool, Blackburn Empire Theatre, and King George’s Hall Blackburn. 
· Performances by Bolton and the BWD Music service team at the whole school.


In the future

· Extending Music specialist hours to a full day so that they can re-start extra-curricular music sessions and spend more time with each class. 
· Offer affordable instrumental tuition for small groups of children. 
· Continue to build on the high-quality Music curriculum offered to all children, ensuring clear progress within each lesson, term, between year groups, and from the start and end of their time at Shadsworth Junior School.
